Capacity, at crest of spillway, 98,618 mil gal; at minimum operating level, 2,912
mil gal; at mouth of inlet channel to diversion tunnel, elevation, 1,035.0 ft, 1,892 mil gal; in dead storage below release outlet elevation, 1,020.5 ft,
328 mil gal. Figures given herein represent total contents. Impounded water is diverted (01423900) for New York City water supply via West Delaware
Tunnel to Rondout Reservoir in Hudson River basin; is released in Delaware River for downstream low flow augmentation, as directed by the
Delaware River Master; and is released for conservation flow in the Delaware River. No diversion prior to January 29, 1964. Records provided by New
